Bulky item and appliance collection 
Limits: Maximum 3 items per collection. 
             Each item or bundle counts as one item.

• Place next to garbage. Do not pile.
• Bundle and tie carpet and scrap wood (remove nails), maximum

weight 23 kilograms (50 pounds).

Bundle and tie Do not dismantle furniture

Yard waste collection
What is yard waste?
Compostable garden waste: leaves, fallen fruit, pine cones, 
grass clippings, bush and hedge pruning, pine cones, 
branches.

No lumber, pressure treated wood, sod, soil, 
garbage, rocks, stumps or pet waste.

For collection:
• Must be in a paper yard waste bag or approved

garbage can. No plastic bags.
• Paper bags must be in good condition (dry, not torn).
• Maximum branch thickness is 7.5 centimetres (3 inches).

Call us to have a Yard Waste sticker mailed to you, 
519-575-4400.
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Approved can: Must have detachable lid and two handles.

Garbage collection
Limits:  Maximum 4 bags or cans per collection. 

Maximum weight 23 kilograms (50 pounds).

Blue box collection
What is acceptable?
Retail store packaging for food, drink, 
cleaners, toiletries, pet and paint 
products.

Any other items are contamination. 
Please, no toys, dishware, utensils, car 
parts, garden tools, etc.

Cardboard: Flatten and tie into a 
bundle. Maximum size 75 x 75 x 20 
centimetres (30 x 30 x 8 inches). Place 
beside the blue box for collection.

Put all organics in acceptable liner 
bags and securely close all bags. 

Only these bags are acceptable:
• Paper bag, or
• Certified compostable liner bag with 

these logos: 

NOT ACCEPTED: standard plastic 
shopping bags or biodegradable bags. 
These are not compostable.

Collection services and limits 

2022 Cambridge and Waterloo

Blue box and green bin: Every week collection; no limit.

Garbage: Every second week collection. Limit of 4 bags or cans for a single family home. Any bag or can over the limit must 
have a garbage tag to be collected. All loose items must be bagged.

Bulky item and appliance: Every second week collection with garbage. Limit of 3 items or bundles per collection for a single 
family home. Garbage tags are not allowed for Bulky items.

Yard waste: Every second week (opposite garbage), spring to fall; no limits. 

Double garbage week: Double your garbage limit following Easter, Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Years.  

Christmas tree collection: First two weeks in January. Remove ornaments and lights, do not bag. 
Garbage tags: Find where to buy at www.regionofwaterloo.ca/waste. Sold in sheets, 5 tags for $10. For use on garbage only.
